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Information on the principles of personal data processing by the SGH Warsaw School of Economics

1. Administrator 

The Administrator of personal data is SGH Warsaw School of Economics, Al. Niepodległości 162, 02-554 Warsaw, hereinafter referred to as "Administrator".

2. Data Protection Officer

The administrator has appointed a Data Protection Officer, who can be contacted via e-mail iod@sgh.waw.pl.

3. Purpose of data processing 

The purpose of data processing is to take action before concluding a contract, to conclude a contract, to execute it, for the settlement and archiving purposes.

4. Legal basis for processing personal data 

Personal data will be processed on the basis of Article 6(1)(b) of Regulation (EU) 2016/679 of the European Parliament and of the Council of 27 April 2016 on the protection of individuals with regard to the processing of personal data and on the free movement of such data and repealing Directive 95/46/EC (General Data Protection Regulation), hereinafter referred to as the TDC.

5. Information on data recipients 

If the Administrator uses the services of other entities, personal data may be disclosed to them on the basis of agreements entrusting the processing of personal data, and these entities will be obliged to keep the processed data confidential.

6. Obligation to provide data

The provision of personal data is necessary to take action before the conclusion of the contract and its implementation.

7. Processing time 

The personal data included in the contract will be processed for the period of keeping financial and accounting records.

8. Processing rights

You have the right to access, rectify or limit the processing of your data. 

On the basis of the data provided, no automated decisions will be taken within the meaning of Article 22 of the GDR.

9. Information on the right of complaint 

You have the right to file a complaint with the supervisory authority, which is the President of the Office for Personal Data Protection. 
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
